Etching on metal can be expensive, requiring the purchase of zinc or copper plates and the use of ferric chloride. Tetrapak etching is an accessible alternative. Using the insides of Tetrapak cartons as our plates, we will explore various methods to create small etched prints without the use of ferric chloride. Etching techniques such as creating texture, applying inks and wiping plates will be covered.
