SSIPS will provide:
*Paper: 
*30-40 sheets of smooth paper, which gives more detailed prints. I use mostly 60-90 lb sketchbook/drawing paper or card stock. Heavier paper works if using for backgrounds or you want thicker collage elements. *Several sheets of white card stock for making collagraphs.                                                                                                          *White tissue paper -10 sheets. I use Spectra Art Tissue.                                                                                                                *Paper for rolling off excess paint from your brayer (these can also be used for collage).                                                                       *Size of paper - 9x12” or a bit larger than your gel plate, or 8.5x11” or whatever you have.

*Matte medium for image transfer techniques.

You will need to bring:
Gel plate - Suggest 8x10” or smaller and larger sizes are available. GelliArts and Gel Press are good brands. Bring more than one plate if you have them. DO NOT BUY A SPEEDBALL PLATE UNLESS YOU WILL USE PRINTING INKS EXCLUSIVELY - THEY DON’T WORK WITH ACRYLIC PAINTS. These may be available for purchase through SSIPS. More details to follow.
Images for Magazine resist/transfers - 4-10 glossy magazine pages with very strong contrast images (b & w best); choose larger images. Large text can be useful. For Laser copy resist/transfers of your own photos or drawings - 5-10 Images with very high contrast and with some very light or white areas. Increase contrast via your computer. These should be printed on top quality laser printer on highest contrast and saturation settings and COLOUR setting, even if it’s in black and white. Home laser printers often don’t work for this so use a Copy Shop (Apple Photo) if possible. The dark areas of the laser print should be a bit glossy. See my examples. I email my images to the local copy shop for best results, rather than taking an inkjet print to them. Please don’t substitute with inkjet prints - it won’t work.
Paints etc. Some Golden Open Acrylics - include a couple of transparent colours. Also a few Fluid acrylic paints. Less expensive paints like Liquitex Basics or Amsterdam in a range of colours. Titanium White and/or Titanium Buff light for pickup prints ; Zinc White for transfers.  My fav black for transfer printing is Liquitex Basics Mars Black. If you already have decent quality acrylic paints, bring whatever you have. Avoid craft paints - you’ll be disappointed in your results. 
If you have them bring acrylic inks, high flow acrylics, acrylic gouache etc to experiment. Acrylic retarder or glazing liquid/medium or Open Acrylic Medium - any retarder to extend paint drying time, especially if you are not using Golden Open Acrylics.  StazOn Solvent Ink Pad - black or other dark colour. Optional  For image transfer technique. Acrylic Marker pens (Posca or others) for mark making directly on the plate. Not essential. 
Any stamps or stencils that you have, for creating texture and pattern. We will make some & I’ll have lots available for your use during the class. If possible, bring at least one stencil that has very simple medium or large-sized shapes, like circles. Found materials - Corrugated cardboard, bubble wrap, mesh, anything fairly flat but textural to be used to create surface interest.

Catalyst or other mark making tools, if you have them, for making patterns.
If you have any of the above and wish to bring them, please feel free to do so.
Bring your lunch and drinking water. SIMS has no potable water.
